Dr Bosanquet's charity is pioneering individualised tumour response testing, a technique which involves using a special device to treat a patient's tumour cells with various anti-cancer drugs to establish which works best for that particular patient.

The team is working with other scientists - from Holland, Sweden, Germany and the USA - and together they presented data on nearly 2,000 test results.

The findings suggest that patients are three times more likely to respond to a treatment if it is tested in this way.

Dr Bosanquet said: "We could be on the verge of significantly improving treatment for leukaemia by using this specialised tailor-made treatment for leukaemia patients."

Bath Cancer Research, which is a charity, is organising a £300,000 appeal to raise funds to complete a trial to further corroborate the work.

Manager Haydn Wilkins said: "It is heartening to have the opportunity to be able to tell the world of the advances we are making.

"It is through this sort of publicity that the credibility for our test is gaining momentum, and the medical community can have the confidence to use this ground-breaking technology."
A scientist from Bath has shared the pioneering cancer research his team has developed at a conference of thousands of fellow medical experts.  Dr Andrew Bosanquet, who leads the Bath Cancer Research team based at the Royal United Hospital, travelled to Atlanta in Georgia earlier this month for the conference, organised by the American Society of Haematology.
